 When temperature exceeds 90 degrees, or 

if there is a lot of smog/smoke children 
will stay indoors. 

 Children may go outside to play in the late 
afternoon when temperatures are cooler.  
They will be encouraged to play in the 
shade under the trees or under the patios.  

 

DROP - OFF & PICK - UP  
 

 Children must be signed in & out of class log 
upon arrival and departure from school on a 
daily basis. 

 Only authorized persons may pick up 
children from school. 

 Please inform the school if anyone other 
than those authorized will be picking up 
your child. 

 Make sure to give your child a big hug and 
kiss before leaving.
